4. Please describe the value and benefit you would receive by attending the National Agricultural Communications Symposium. (1 paragraph)
5. Please describe your anticipated expenses for participation in the National Agricultural Communications Symposium. Include any funding you anticipate receiving from any other source, such as from your university. (bulleted list preferred) Receiving additional funding will not prevent your application from being considered.
6. Have you previously attended NACS? YES or NO  If yes, when?
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
